Connecting your New Receiver  Remote Control Functions  

1) Press the Menu button (18) on the remote control 
and scroll down to the satellite dish icon on screen.  
Press the OK button to enter this menu. 

 
2) Scroll down to the óAuto Scanô selection and press 

OK once more. 
 
3) Highlight the óSatelliteô selection and scroll left/right 
 (13) until óAstra 28.2Eô is displayed, also ensure 
 óscan  modeô is set to ófreeô. 
 
4) Scroll down to óSearchô and press OK. 
 
5) This process will take a few minutes, progress will 
 be indicated on the bar in the centre of the screen.   
 
6) Once scan is complete press OK (14) to confirm 
 and press exit the menu to leave the menu and 
 return to the viewing screen. 

Performing a Channel Scan  

We recommend occasionally scanning your box to ensure you  
have all available channels  



Sorting the Channels  

Making a Favourite Channel List  

1) To add create a favourite channel list first press the listô button on your remote 
 control. You should see your chosen satellites channel list on screen and be  able 
 to scroll up and down the full list of available channels using your navigation 
 keys. 
 
 
2) If you wish to add channels to your favourites list scroll up and down the menu 

and press ó1ô (10) on each channel you wish to make favourite. 
 
 
3) A blue dot will indicate whether it is or isn't a favourite channel. 
 
 
4) Press Exit when youôre finished to return to the viewing screen. 
 
 
5) Now whenever you wish to view your favourite channel list simply press the 
 óFAVô button on your remote control.  This list will be saved on the receivers 
 memory and will remain even if the power is switched off. 

1) On the remote control, press the blue ólistô button to bring up the on screen 
 channel list 
 
2) Scroll down to the channel you wish to move and press ó2ô to ógrabô the channel  
 
3) Press up/down on navigation keys to move the channel within the list. 
 
4) Press Ok to confirm 
 
5) Continue until everything is just as you want it 

Should you wish to re -arrange the order in which your channel list is displayed, 
you can do so by following these few simple steps.

 If your receiver is set to its default factory settings youôll find the on screen display will be in German. 
 Please follow these few simple steps to change the language to English.  

Changing Receiver to English Language  

If you have an Automatic Satellite System  

Please Note:  In the UK our channels are broadcast by the óAstra 2ô satellite network and youôll need 
to select óAstra 28.2Eô if you plan on watching British Television. 

2) Using the receiverôs remote control, press the Blue 
 ólistô button. óAll Satellitesô should be shown on screen. 

3) Press the left/right navigation keys to cycle 
 through the available satellites. You will need to select 
 the satellite which you have set your dish to find. 

4) When you have selected the satellite you want, press 
 the up/down navigation keys to cycle through the 
 available channels. When you have found the one you 
 want to watch, press OK press OK to view. 

5) Press Exit (17) to return to the viewing screen. 

1) First set your dish to find the satellite you want: for 
 example Astra 2 (28.2E).  For specific details on how 
 to do this refer to your dishôs operating manual. 

1) When turning on the receiver you should have a black screen 
with no picture, eventually youôll see the image to the right. 

2) Use the remote control to change to English  

3) Press the Menu button. 

4) Press OK. 

5) Use the up/down navigation keys to scroll to óEnglischô and 
press the OK Button. 

6) Press óExitô to return to the main viewing screen. 

What you do next depends on what type of satellite system you are using: 
 automatic, standard manual or an ñEasyFindò manual system. 

If you have a Manual Satellite System  

Please Note:  In the UK our channels are broadcast by the óAstra 2ô satellite network and youôll 
need to select óAstra 28.2Eô if you plan on watching any British Television. 

1) Using the receiverôs remote control, press the Blue 
 ólistô button. óAll Satellitesô should be displayed. 

2) Press the left/right navigation keys to cycle through the 
 available satellites until you reach the one you require.  

3) Press the up/down navigation keys to cycle through the 
 available channels.  Press OK to select  the one you want. 
 If you are using Astra 2 (28.2E), we recommend using Sky 
 News as it has a strong signal.   Press Exit.  

4) Press Info to get to the signal test screen. 

5) Now, you need to point your dish at the satellite. This  
 receiver has a built-in satfinder. Hold down button 1 on the 
 remote control.  This activates an audible signal which you 
 can use to help you find the satellite; the higher the pitch of 
 the tone, the better. Releasing button 1 will stop the noise.  
 At the bottom of the signal test screen you will see 2 
 boxes: strength and quality. When the satellite dish is 
 correctly positioned, you will see a bar in each box which 
 will indicate the strength and quality of the signal being  
 received. However, because you will probably be setting 
 the dish up outside and you may not be able to  see the 
 screen, we recommend the use of an external satfinder 
 such as the Zehnder or Fringe models. 

6) When the satellite dish has been correctly positioned, you 
 will see your chosen channel playing in the background. 
 You can now press Exit to return to the viewing screen. 

If you have an ñEasyFindò Satellite System 

1) If your satellite dish is fitted with an ñEasyFindò LNB, 
 follow instructions 1 - 4 as for setting up a manual 

2) Adjust the satellite dish until the red light on the 
 ñEasyFindò LNB turns to yellow. Now the satellite is 
 very close. Make final adjustments into the LNB light 
 turns green. At this point you have locked on to the 
 satellite you selected on the receiver.  

3) Fix the dish in that position. You will see your chosen 
 channel  playing in the background and you can press 
 Exit to return to the viewing screen.
